What to do if you are concerned that a young person is being abused

You are concerned a child or young
person may be suffering abuse
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If the young person requires

immediate medical attention:

@ call an Ambulance, and

@ inform the doctor that there
is a child welfare concern

Report your concerns to the Club
Safeguarding Officer or EN Lead
Child Protection Officer. Make a
note of anything the young person
has said, and what you have seen
with dates and times

If the Lead Child Protection Officer
is not available, refer the matter to
the Local Authority Children’s
Services Department, or Police
without delay

Take advice from Local Authority
Children’s Services Department or
the Police whether is it appropriate
to discuss the matter with parents.
