Safeguarding training for volunteers can be divided into introductory, basic and specialist.
Specialist 
For volunteers with; 
· Anyone who has completed basic safeguarding training 
· Roles with responsibility for recruitment decisions of roles working with children
· Designated safeguarding roles, such as lead safeguarding officers and club Safeguarding officers
· event management responsibilities
